Continued Business
1. Community Representative – Colleen Miller – There was not much to report.  The neighbors were questioning the Land Conservancy irrigation pipes laying on top of the area below PV Dr S.
2. Operations Report – Mr. Leon – He reports that we are pumping approximately 87, 215 gallons per day.  They put in a new box on PVDS System Output Meter.  They put a pump down Well #6 and ran the pump from Coleen’s hot tub circuit for a while.  Pump is now disconnected. He has ordered permits for a new pole and hook-up. They replaced the pump at Well #1 and it is running pretty well.  They have been working on Well #19.  Water there is incredibly muddy. Mike Chiles and Gordon Leon will go to #19 on Saturday and do some sampling.  Mr. Leon has checked with Schraiber Pump who has been very helpful discussing pump problems.  They suggest we don’t run pumps for 24 hours straight and suggest cooling sleeves to cool the pumps.
Mr. Leon has a bid from ABC Drilling to redrill Well #4.  Discussion followed regarding this company and the bid. 

A motion was made by Mr. Tootle to accept the bid from ABC subject to Scott Kerwin looking at the bid and giving the board his comments.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Knight.

3.  Geology Issues – Scott Kerwin with Wood Environment –  He gave a report and discussion followed regarding future plans for replacing wells.   Well #4 is #1 on the list, then Well #7 and then Well # 6 or well #3.  Scott was in favor of #3 so both 4 & 3 could be drilling around the same time.
4. HOA Issues – Mr. Tootle – no homeowner issues at this time, but Mr. Tootle felt that we need to get going on the meeting with the City.  We need to send the letter he prepared back in October 2021.  The Chairman asked the clerk to prepare the draft with our letterhead and forward it to Mr. Kelly for signature. 

5. Financial Report – Mr. Barth –  no report at this time.

6.  ACLAD Certification – Mr. Tootle – #1 on the list is still the letter to the City.
