Continued Business
1. Community Representative – Colleen Miller – Colleen’s e-mail list is complete. She thanked Mr. Kelly and Mr. Leon for working on the wells.  She has shared Mr. Leon’s report with the community.  She is compiling a list of the water, sewer and gas leaks in the community. She is also hoping to have an update on the exit meter.  There is a meeting scheduled with the City.  More information below under ACLAD Certification. 
2. Operations Report – Mr. Leon shared his report on screen and gave the Operations Report. He reported that we are pumping approximately 78,000 gal/day.  Mr. Knight joined the Tuesday group and measured water levels, which are going down.  They have been taking data since May 2021.  The pump was replaced at Well #1 after it stopped working.  There was no warranty on the pump at #1.  Plans are to replace the pump in Well #7; put a test pump in Well #4 and put a pump in Well #8.  They are somewhat backed up due to the illness of Mike Chiles.  Discussion followed. 
3.  Geology Issues – Scott Kerwin with Wood Environment – He had no specific report at this time.  However, we’ve had some rain, but the measured movement is about the same. He suggested that it would be better to fine tune our current system. rather than putting in more wells.  Mr. Tootle reports that the City has put in an extensive watering system on PV Dr. South (probably 2 miles of 2-inch pipe).   Their purpose is to get wildflowers to grow.  Mr. Tootle was very surprised at this. Mr. Knight had contacted the City earlier and was told that the Nature Conservancy wanted to establish the native plants.  Mr. Tootle believes we should send the City a letter regarding the amount of water used for this system.  Mr. Kerwin said the water was probably not the problem, but broken pipes would be the main concern.  We only need to know the volume of water used for.  Mr. Knight has spoken to the City in the past, but he could ask again for meter reads.   
4. HOA Issues – Mr. Tootle – There was a lengthy discussion regarding the meter, the installation and having an electronic or manual meter.  Mr. Kelly made a motion to allow up to $5,000 to purchase and install the Badger 3” manual meter.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Leon.

5. Klondike Canyon Report - Mr. Barth - no report at this time and this item will be removed from the agenda.  
6.  Monitoring Report – Mr. Knight – He is still working on this and will have a report at the next meeting. 
7. Financial Report – Mr. Barth – He reports that we are still on track and that there will probably be no new well drilled in this fiscal year.  We can take the cost for the discharge meter from well monitoring.  Claudia had a question regarding the City maintenance.  The City has wells that we charge them for monitoring.  The second thing would be for parts and labor and that is as built.  There are no plans to increase what they pay us.  We could look at costs for well monitoring. but our numbers haven’t changed over the years. Our numbers are down due to not paying Strath Pump or Daphne Clarke.  The Improvement Authority budget is separate from the Public Works budget.  
8.  ACLAD Certification – Mr. Tootle – Mr. Kelly reported that there is a meeting scheduled with the City on January 26, 2022, 4:30 p.m. via Zoom.  Discussion followed on whether members would appear as individual community members or ACLAD board members.  Mr. Knight said that the Board needed to comply with the Brown act and believes the Board should appear as individuals.  Mr. Kelly reminded everyone that ACLAD is supporting the community at this meeting and that Claire Leon has access to our talking points. A pre-meeting would be good to discuss our more focused points.  Mr. Tootle felt that we needed an ACLAD meeting with the City to drive home ACLAD issues.  Mr. Barth suggested we could have two separate meetings.  This was a good idea and Mr. Kelly said that we should invite the City to one of our meetings.
9.  Assessment Lien Review –Mr. Barth – The letter has been revised to include a 49 - day period for the owners to pay their assessments without having a lien placed against their property.  This should be enough time for payments. This item will be removed from the agenda.
New Business – there was none at this time. 
Audience Items – Ms. Miller expressed her opinion that it is an enormous responsibility for Tim and Gordon to do the monitoring.  She felt that some community members may be willing to help if needed.  Mr. Kelly thanked her.  Mr. Gutierrez asked if the board was aware of the vandalism around Clove Tree.
Information Items – there were none at this time.
